	Students: paper/pen; Teacher: optionally cardboard

	Arrangement

	Procedure:
	



1. Design your own “ID card” to recognise and get to know each other
1. Write 5–8 pieces of information about yourself on a piece of paper
1. Maximum one sentence per piece of information: physical appearance, interests, a detail from your life story
1. Order: start with open clues, moving toward more specific hints about your identity
1. Fold the paper, mix all papers together and hand them in to the teacher
1. Students draw a slip of paper
1. Read the ID cards aloud one by one, and everyone guesses the name (with a reason)
1. Only now does the author reveal themselves
